The Nevilles (earls of Salisbury and Warwick)

You are hostile to Somerset because he and Warwick are rivals over land in Glamorgan.
You are hostile to the Percies. They are rival landowners in the north and attacked you after a marriage because of jealousy that you will inherit some of their old lands through the marriage. 

Lord Cromwell

You are allied to the Nevilles by a recent marriage, a marriage that has angered the Percies.
You are hostile to Exeter because of a dispute over land in Bedfordshire in the south.
Edmund, Duke of Somerset

You are hostile to York because of your rivalry over who has the role of the king’s chief councillor.
You are hostile to the Nevilles because of a quarrel with Warwick over land in Glamorgan.
Duke of Exeter

You are hostile to York because York has become Protector while the king is ill. You think you should be Protector.
You are hostile to Cromwell because of a dispute over land in Bedfordshire in the south.
The Percies (earl of Northumberland, Lord Egremont) 

You are hostile to the Nevilles because you are rival landowners in the north. 
You are also hostile to Cromwell because his heiress has married one of the Nevilles. This means some of your old lands will one day belong to the Nevilles.
